Roll call, Ritterbeck yes, Haueter yes, Ackerman yes. Motion by Ackerman and seconded by Haueter to pay for Trustees expenses for attending the OTA winter conference. Roll call Haueter yes, Ritterbeck yes and Ackerman yes.  Motion by Ackerman and seconded by Ritterbeck to move Tedd Finlayson from alternate to permanent on Zoning Board. Roll call Haueter yes, Ritterbeck yes and Ackerman yes. Motion by Ackerman and seconded by Ritterbeck to renew terms of Frank Bachman and John Walsh on Zoning Board. Roll call Haueter yes, Ritterbeck yes and Ackerman yes. Motion by Haueter and seconded by Ritterbeck to purchase $50 gift cards for Zoning Board and Appeals members. Roll call Haueter yes, Ritterbeck yes and Ackerman yes. Trustees agreed to stay with the county asphalt program. Trustees discussed bed tax for Lawrence Township. Receiving responses for business’ in Industrial Park water project, approximately $55,000 pledged so far, tabled for further information. Chuck McNutt needs some barricade for safety, will use the OTARMA grant. Trustees changed next meeting to December 29th Tuesday at 7:00pm. Renewed the township domain name for 10 years. 
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Shawn Lynch, Bolivar Fire Chief, inquired about putting the fire levy on spring ballot and also stated had 752 calls as of December 10th , of which 579 were EMT and 173 were fire calls. Trustees decided not to put on a spring levy and will decide on a fall levy later. Trustees inquired about the possibility of finance accountability and record viewing. Lynch said all financial information is public record and anyone in the community is entitled to the information. The Board then discussed Township affairs in general and a motion to adjourn was made and so ordered by the Chairman.
