            Thursday June 25, 2015
The Trustees of Lawrence Township met in regular session at 7:00PM. in the Charles E. Lundenberger Memorial Meeting Room. The meeting was called to order by Chairman Ritterbeck. All Trustees were present. The minutes of the last meeting were approved. The following bills were presented for approval. 

The above bills were approved by the Board and checks were written. Richard Breniser, of Old Drum Road, asked about erosion on his property, and had said he inquired about this problem nine months ago and had never heard anything. Trustees apologized for not getting back to Breniser and told him that unless the erosion was causing problems on the township roads they could not do anything. Trustees agreed to look at the problem again and advise Breniser of any solutions they may determine. Lura Davies, of Laurens Drive, asked about all the signs in the township, especially real estate signs, and wondered if there were any regulations about the signs. Trustee Ritterbeck said they were zoning regulations regarding signs and permits and he will send her a copy. William Foraker, Eberhardt Road, said the runoff from the township road was flooding his fields. Trustees said they will ditch along the road within a couple of weeks. Foraker also that it seemed the newer graves in Fort Laurens were settling and not being filled in a timely manner. Road Superintendent McNutt said they were repaired as they had time, and they had just repaired at least 29 graves in the last several weeks. Representatives from Trebel, LLC said letters have not been sent to Bolivar and Zoar about the electric aggregation, but will do so when they receive the names and addresses from AEP. Don Quicksall, of W.E. Quicksall and Associates, discussed industrial park water drainage problems. Quicksall will look into some solutions and get back to the Trustees. Motion by Ackerman and seconded by Haueter to approve the $8,136 premium to OTARMA for liability and property insurance.  Roll call, Ritterbeck yes, Haueter yes, Ackerman yes. Motion by Ackerman and seconded by Haueter to spend $725 to Fry Heating and Cooling to fix the air flow in the township building.  Roll call Haueter yes, Ritterbeck yes and Ackerman yes.  Trustees adopted an Appeals Board Hearing Procedures. The Board then discussed Township affairs in general and a motion to adjourn was made and so ordered by the Chairman.
