You may contact a nursery of your choice. You will select a tree from the list
below and purchase the tree, making sure the nursery will also handle the
planting. Please inform the nursery that they will need contact Lawrence
Township to receive a location that is suitable for the tree to be planted.

Lawrence Township will not purchase or plant the tree on your behalf.
However, we will provide guidance on an appropriate planting location. If you
have a preferred location, we will do our best to accommodate your request. If
you do not have one in mind, we can work with the nursery to choose a
suitable site.

Please note, Lawrence Township is not responsible for the long-term care or
survival of the tree. We recommend planting outside of the summer months to
help ensure a healthy start and encourage long-term growth.

MEDIUM TREES: Red Maple Cultivars (including Pacific Sunset, Red Pointe,
Crimson King Norway Maple), Zelkova, European Hornbeam

LARGE TREES: Red Oak, Sugar Maple, Gingko, Honeylocust, Hybrid Elm, Kentucky
